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General Rules
The Championship Canyon Course

. All Golfers are permitted on the course on
the basis they maintain a reasonably close
relationship to the group IN FRONT of them.
Groups unable to keep this pace will be
asked to SKIP ONE HOLE by the Player’s
Assistant.

2. R.C.G.A. rules govern play except where local

rules prevail.

3. Power carts must stay outside of the tree-

filled areas and white lines in front of greens.

4. Please repair ball marks on greens, rake
bunkers, replace divots and observe rules of
etiquette.

5. Private coolers not allowed.
Local Rules:

Artificially surfaced paths only, as well as grav-
eled areas bordering those paths are deemed
areas where free relief is given. Stance and club
length at the nearest point no closer to the

hole may be taken.
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Natural service or maintenance roads are in
play. No free relief will be given from these
areas.

Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions.
Rule 24-1 applies.

Ball Drop Area: Located on Hole #3 only.

Out of Bounds is defined by property boundary
fences, white stakes, or residential paved roads.

Red stakes mark lateral hazards, including areas
left of #3 and #4, and ponds on #9, #16, and
#17.

The rock lined creek bed to the right of #2 fair-
way is not a hazard. If a player deems his or her
ball to be unplayable, Rule 28 applies. (Ball
Unplayable)

There are irragation pipes in the bushes to the
right of #17 green. Free relief may not be taken

from these pipes.
